profit organizations.

e He stated that he does not believe that a Farmer’s Market would be a good fit in
the CBD.

e He stated that the Planning Commission has done their best to allow Farmer’s
Markets in the Village of Schoolcraft, and is pleased with the contents of the
proposed ordinance.
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Commissioner Gunnett had the following comment:
e He stated that there is no allowance in the CBD for a Farmer’s Market, but
thought that it may be considered at a later date if the CBD District expands in
accordance with the Comprehensive Land Use Plan.

Commissioner Pfost had the following comment:
e She stated that she does not see the CBD as a viable spot for a Farmer’s
Market.
